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Asher Fredman said that a visit of Indonesia’s president to Israel would be highly
significant,  highlighting Indonesia’s  importance as a major Muslim and Asian
power  and  U.S.  ally,  with  great  potential  for  cooperation  in  technology,
agriculture, and critical minerals. He urged expanding the Abraham Accords amid
current diplomatic momentum. Fredman warned that Hamas is regaining control
in Gaza and that the Palestinian Authority is unlikely to meet the peace plan’s
conditions.  He stressed that  any Gaza reconstruction efforts  must  be closely
coordinated with Israel.
