The impact of Israel’s recent strike on Hamas leaders in Qatar If released
prisoners end up in cities like Qatar’s capital of Doha, or Istanbul and Ankara in
Turkey, they could be in “safe zones” enabling released prisoners to operate more
freely and play a future role in groups like Hamas.
