
Israel insists on keeping troops in
Gaza. That complicates truce talks
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Prof.  Kobi  Michael:  Controlling  the  Morag  corridor  might  allow  for  military
operations  further  north  against  Hamas,  potentially  paving  the  way  for  a
conclusion  to  the  conflict,  which  Israel  is  determined  to  escalate  until  it
neutralizes  Hamas.  That  would  allow Israeli  troops  to  operate  further  north
without Palestinian civilians getting caught in the crossfire,
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
