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Prof. Kobi Michael: All the land between the international border and the Litani
River will be cleaned. There will be no Hezbollah there, and no Shiites will be
there. There will be no Shia villages there anymore. And Hezbollah will weaken, it
will be weakened to the degree that maybe the Lebanese Army will be able to
take responsibility and control, and then this will be maybe the ripest moment to
accelerate  the  negotiation  between  Israel  and  Lebanon  for  reaching  peace
between both countries.
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
